Day 7: Review and Meditate
Meditation:
Psalm 33 invites joyful worship, deep trust in God’s Word, and awe before His rulership. Trusting in God’s power rather than human strength brings true security. Reflecting on His steadfast love cultivates deep, joyful dependence.
